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Revenue Department with the implementation of
technology and business tool to create innovation
and new product. RD Innovation Award has brought
up-to-date knowledge to our staffs and promoted
learning among them. For instance, the Business
Model Canvas (BMC) was used in the contest
application process. The presentation method was
conducted in the form of Pitching Presentation.
Additionally, the judging committee, consisting of the
Revenue Department's top executives and external
specialized experts on innovation, gave invaluable
advices and insights to the participants in order to

improve their projects.

Round 1 Concept presentation : IDEA
for RD the participants bring out pain points of the
organisation then design guidelines, methods, or
innovative products to solve the problems. A hundred
and forty-five projects from nationwide were submitted
to the competition. There were six winning projects
passing fo the 2™ round (The Great IDEA Drive to | DO
for RD). The list of six projects is as follows:

1. Business Survey by QR Code (Bangkok Area
Revenue Office 1): Creating a QR Code that shows
individual taxpayer information for better service and
administration of tax collection.

2. 'RD Smart Tax" The Smarter Way (Electronic
Taxpayers Services Division): A system for filing tfax retumn
and facilitating personal income tax matters
(P.N.D.90, P.N.D.91, P.N.D.94, and P.N.D.95) via mobile

application.
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3. Withholding Tax Service System (Chonburi
Area Revenue Office 2): A system for recording tax
deduction information which links to the company's
payroll system, resulting in accurate withholding tax
deduction and less tax refund problems.

4. Enhancement of VAT Refund for Tourists or
Digital VRT (VAT Refund for tourist division): A system
for fourists to request for VAT refund via mobile
application to facilitate service and improve the
operation efficiency.

5. D-Section 12 A system to issue an order
under section 12 of the Electronic Revenue Code
(Regional Revenue Office 5): Transforming the process
of requesting order to seize assets and to withdraw
property freeze info digital format would accelerate
the working speed by more than 3 times. This
transformation can also reduce assets migration, create
fairess and encourage paperless internal system.

6. Talking Smart Bot: Answering tax issues about
payment to overseas (Tax Policy and Planning Division):
The development of a talking chatbot who can speak

and answer tax issues about payment to overseas.
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In this round, some of the popular TV shows
style has been applied to enliven the contest by
giving special prizes to all six teams. The prize is the
designation of mentors, who are former chief
executives of the Revenue Department (Former
Principle Advisor and Deputy Director - General), o
pass on tacit knowledge and work experience to the
participants for them to utilize in the development of
their works and to efficiently put their works into
concrete practice (Explicit Knowledge). In addition,
the participants can “steal” ideas from other awarded
projects from IDEA for RD round to develop into real
practice and can submit those works in the 2™ round
of the contest. It was considered to be Leaming &

Sharing stage across the departments.

Round 2 Bring ideas into action : | DO
for RD the participants bring ideas from guidelines,

methods, or innovative products which have been
awarded in Round 1 (IDEA for RD) into action. The
project must show concrete actions and results as well
as the development of stolen concept from the
award-winning projects in IDEA for RD round. A total
of nine works are presented in this round consisting

of awarded projects as follows:
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The winning prize belongs to D-Section 12:
A system to issue an order under section 12 of the
Electronic Revenue Code (Regional Revenue Office 5)

The 17 runner up award belongs fo QR CARD
TAXPAYER: Administration of tax collection by
individual QR card (Tak Area Revenue Office):
Integrating individual taxpayer information from the
database to create a QR card in QR code format and
post it at taxpayer’s premises. This QR card will help to
classify registered and non-registered suppliers as well
as fo connect with the staff operatfion system via
mobile application and web application (STEAL IDEA:
Business Survey by QR Code).

The 2™ runner up award belongs to Talking Smart
Bot: Answering tax issues about payment to overseas
(Tax Policy and Planning Division)

The Honorable Mention belongs to Business
Survey by QR Code (Bangkok Area Revenue Office 1)

Another Honorable Mention belongs to SCQ:
Survey by Canvass Application and QR CODE (Roi Et
Area Revenue Office): The implication of Canvass
Application for surveying operations and to create
individual QR Code for taxpayers to support staff work
and services (STEAL IDEA : Business Survey by QR Code).

For the next step, the Revenue Department will
extend the result of RD Innovations 2019 Contest by
putting each project into practice. This step is a wheel
that will move the Revenue Department towards an
innovative-organisation which will result in true
efficiency and effectiveness in business operation
development and better services.

'Electronic Donation System" (e-Donation) received the Public Service Award for Good Service
Improvement. The e-Donation system is a service system that provides taxpayers with information on their
donations, facilitates agencies that are the recipients of the donations such as educational institutions, religious
organisations, hospitals, and charitable organisations, and removes the requirement for paper evidence when
claiming tax deduction. Taxpayers can donate through two channels which are QR Code/Barcode and
cash under the slogan 'Im Boon, Im Jai with Tax Deduction."

(Honourable mention) 2019 for Public Agency given by the Rights and Liberties Protection Department which
selected public agencies which are outstanding in promoting human rights as a role model that can be a good
example for other agencies. Given the Revenue Department’s mission for proposing tax policies to the Ministry of
Finance, the Revenue Department has used tax policies as the mechanisms for human rights to enhance the
quality of life for people throughout their lifetime from birth to death and encourage taxpayers from all sectors to
engage, create equality and faimess, and reduce economic and social inequality throughout the country such
as income exemption, tax benefits, additional tax deduction and allowance, and additional deductible expense
for those paying corporate income tax.

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Revenue Department
to the Global Stage

The Revenue Department puts a great
emphasis on international co-operation which is
one of its core strategies for enhancing tax
administration by joining meetings or seminars in
various forums which allow countries in Asia, Europe
and South Africa to share experiences and exchange
ideas on tax administration. The Department’s important

overseas missions comprise:

Hosting the ASEAN Forum on Taxation
Since Thailand was the chair of ASEAN, all
government agencies provided support and
co-operation to bring every mission of ASEAN tfo
success and to effectively achieve the objectives

set out for Southeast Asia.
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The Revenue Department hosted the two-year
ASEAN Forum on Taxation (2019 - 2020) which invited
delegates from Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia,
Indonesia, LAOs, Malaysia, Myanmar, the Philippines,
Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam. In 2019, the
Department hosted two meetings from 7 to 8 March
2019 in Bangkok and from 5 to 6 September 2019 in
Chiang Mai with experts from the Asian Development
Bank (ADB) and the Organisation for Economic
Co-operation and Development (OECD) joining the
events,

The meetings focused on co-operation and
understanding of members on tax administration
to ensure that their practices are in line with
international standards under the ASEAN Economic
Community Blueprint 2025 including expanding the
international tax network through bilateral tax tfreaties
and negotiations to amend the treaties to respond to
changes in business models and international financial
transactions. Other important meeting agendas
included:

1. Exchange of Information (EOI) propelled
by changes in business models and increased
complexity of international financial transactions
which can lead to inaccurate tax reporting and
opening of overseas financial accounts. The Revenue
Department has become a member of the Global
Forum on Transparency and Exchange of Information
for Tax Purpose (Global Forum), which was established
by the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and
Development (OECD), to express its commitment to
fransparency and information exchange according fo
the global standards. In this regard, the Department
has contfinued to exchange information according

to the international standards.
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Automatic Exchange of Information (AEOD),
especially information possessed by banks or financial
institutions, has complied with the Common Reporting
Standard, which will ensure long-term benefits for the
country’s tax administration and overall economy.

2. Create a Standardized Certificate of
Residence (COR) in ASEAN to verify the validity of
the Certificate of Residence (COR) issued by tax
administrations for the use of tax benefits under
conventions or agreements for the avoidance of
double taxation. A central platform is created to allow
only relevant personnel to verify or request information
with the purpose of preventing the misuse of
conventions or agreements for the avoidance of

double taxation.

Study Group on Asian Tax Administration
and Research (SGATAR)

An international co-operation in the Asia-
Pacific region is the Study Group on Asian Tax
Administration and Research (SGATAR) with members
from tax administrations in the region’s 17 economic
zones including Australia, Cambodia, People's
Republic of China, Hong Kong. Indonesia, Japan,
Republic of Korea, Macau, Malaysia, Mongolia,
New Zealand, Papua New Guinea, Philippines,

Singapore, Taiwan, Thailand and Vietnam.
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Indonesia’s Directorate General of Taxes (DGT)
hosted the 49" SGATAR Meeting from 22 to
26 October 2019 in Indonesia with issues that
members are keen to discuss and that are challenging
for tax collection as follows:

1. Heads of Delegation Forum

(1) Taxation on Digital Economy -
presented the latest OECD tax measures and tfax
collection practices in Australia, Japan, and Korea.

(2) Base Erosion and Profit Shifting
(BEPS) - SGATAR emphasises participation as a member
of the Inclusive Framework on BEPS and the
enhancement and amendment of member
countries’ laws and practices to comply with
international standards. Malaysia, New Zealand, and
Singapore shared their experiences on applications
and implementations at the meeting.

(3) Capacity Building and Compliance Risk
Management - members focused on the management
of risks arising from domestic and international human
resource movement, infroducing new technology and
technological innovation such as chatbot or artificial
intelligence (Al) to respond fo taxpayers’ behaviour,
and promoting international co-operation through
bilateral or multilateral conventions.

2. Working Group Discussions

(1) Transfer Pricing (TP) - members shared
their experiences on testing the fransfer pricing
methods, comparable selection, profit adjustment
from transfer pricing, and negotiations on mutual
agreements to alleviate disputes from international

double taxation.
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(2) Automatic Exchange of Information
(AEQI) - members shared experiences in exchanging
information and preparing for the Global Forum on
Transparency and Exchange of Information for Tax
Purpose (Global Forum) peer review and reported
progress on the preparation for common reporting
standards.

(3) Digitalised Revenue Administration
and Its Impact on Tax Compliance - members shared
their experiences on incentives to promote voluntary
tax compliance, increasing tax collection efficiency
by applying modern technology to facilitate

taxpayers, and risks, obstacles, and solutions by

adapting digital technology.

Commonwealth Association of Tax
Administrators (CATA) Annual Technical
Conference

The Commonwealth Association of Tax
Administrators (CATA) Annual Technical Conference is
a forum for the Commonwealth Association of Tax
Administrators. Even though Thailand (Revenue
Department) is not a member, it was invited to attend
the conference as a special guest of the Inland
Board of Malaysia, which was the host of the
conference, under the theme "Addressing the Shadow
Economy and Digitalisation in Securing Revenue for
Sustainable Development " from 11 to 14 November
2019 in Malaysia with the meeting agendas as

follows:
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1. Digitalisation in Taxation - the OECD
representatives presented digital economy taxation
that was recently introduced by the OECD, and the
members shared their experiences in terms of
problems, obstacles, tax collection measures,
challenges, and impact from the implementation of
the OECD'’s recommendations.

2. Shadow Economy - IBFD representatives
presented informal business models and members
exchanged experiences on informal business models,
opportunities, challenges for tax collection, tax
collection strategy, domestic and international
co-operation, voluntary tax compliance, and the role

of officers and guidelines for effective tax collection.

However, international tax co-operation and
participation in various multilateral co-operations
will bring about positive impacts for the Revenue
Department in further enhancing its tax collection
efficiency following international standards that

are widely accepted at the international level.
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In the fiscal year 2019, the Revenue Department collected tax revenue a total of
2,009,310 million baht. The collection was 93,853 million baht or 4.9 percent higher than the
previous year’s collection (1,915,457 million baht) and exceeded Thailand budget’s tax
forecast by 9,310 million baht or 0.5 percent. Tax collection in the fiscal year 2019 was
higher than the budget’s tax forecast mainly due to an increase in Petroleum Income Tax
collection and Stamp duty collection. However, tax collection in the fiscal year 2019 was
impacted by the United States-China trade war and appreciation of Thai baht, resulting in
lower collection of Value Added Taxes on imports. An analysis of tax collection by tax types
is as follows:
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collection was 336,275 million
baht, an increase of 17,253 million baht or 5.4 percent
from that of the previous year. However, the collection
fell below the budget’s tax forecast by 2,725 million
baht or 0.8 percent, mostly because of the following
factors:

¢ Withholding tax collection on salary payments
(Por.Ngor.Dor.1) grew by 6.5 percent from the previous
year but was 0.5 percent below the forecast. The
growth of the collection follows the average wage that
increased by 3.0 percent from the previous year and
the unemployment rate of 1.0 percent in the
fiscal year 2019 (October 2018 - September 2019).

o Withholding tax collection on interest payments
(Por.Ngor.Dor.2) increased by 5.3 percent from the
previous year and was close fo the forecast. The
collection expanded well correspondingly to a 3.0
percent year-over-year growth of commercial
banks’ fixed deposits in the fiscal year 2019.

o Withholding tax collection on real estate
transactions (Sor.Por.Gor.20) dropped by 3.3 percent
from the previous year and dropped below the forecast
by 7.3 percent, as the total commercial real estate
sales were 1.1 percent lower than the previous year.
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collection was 694,654

million baht, expanded by 31,129 million baht or 4.7

percent from the previous year but fell below the

budget’s tax forecast by 7,946 milion baht or 1.1
percent due fo the following factors:

e Tax collection on forecasted net profit

(Por.Ngor.Dor.51) from 2019 mid-year Corporate Income

Tax Filing dropped by 3.2 percent from the previous
year. The collection was 8.3 percent below the forecast,
as the economic growth was less than previously
estimated. The 2019 Thailand real GDP was estimated
fo expand by 4.4 percent but, in November 2019,
the Office of the National Economic and Social
Development Council announced the re-estimated
2019 real GDP growth rate of 2.6 percent.

+ Withholding tax collection by the private sector
(Por.Ngor.Dor.53) increased by 3.9 percent from the
previous year. However, the collection was 2.6
percent below the forecast, which was in line with
the Manufacturing Production Index (MPI) of 2019
that had been declined by 1.2 percent since the
second quarter of the fiscal year 2019 (January 2019
- March 2019). The year-over-year growth of MPI
was 4.0 percent in the fiscal year 2018.

e Tax collection on income distribution abroad
(Por.Ngor.Dor.54) rose by 1.9 percent from the
previous year but fell slightly below the forecast
following the decline in companies’ net profit.
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collection was 99,687 million
baht, surged by 36,008 million baht or §6.5 percent
from the previous year, and was 103.4 percent above
the budget’s tax forecast. The significant growth of
Petroleum Income Tax collection was supported by the
fransfer of petroleum concession among petroleum
exploration and production entrepreneurs, an increased
efficiency in tax collection and crude oil price that had
increased earlier.

collection was 799,664 million
baht, an increase of 6,666 million baht or 0.8 percent
from that of the previous year. However, this collection
was below the budget’s tax forecast by 32,636 million

baht or 3.9 percent, mainly due to the following factors.

¢ Value Added Tax on imports grew by 1.0 percent
from the previous year but fell by 4.8 percent below
the forecast. As the United States-China trade war had
affected the total value of imports (in US dollars)
throughout the fiscal year 2019, (October 2018 tfo
September 2019), the total value of imports (in US
dollars) fell by 1.9 percent. The collection was also
impacted by the 2 percent appreciation of Thai baht,
a 4 percent decrease of Dubai crude oil price from
that of the previous year, and the total values of crude
oil import (crude oil shared 9 percent of the total
value of imports) that dropped by 1.1 percent from
the previous year.

¢ Valued Added Tax on consumption (Por.Por.30)
increased by 0.2 percent from the previous year but
fell by 3.9 percent below the forecast. As the domestic
consumption and inflation rate grew at a lower level
than the assumptions used in the fiscal year 2019
Thailand budget’s tax forecast. Industries in which VAT
collection expanded most from the previous year
include manufacture of beverages, activities of head
offices; management consultancy activities, real estate
activities, specialized construction activities,
construction of buildings, warehousing and support
activities for transportation, retail, and food and
beverage service activities. VAT collection declined in
electricity gas steam and air conditioning
supply. manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers and
semi-trailers, financial services activities,

telecommunication, and accommodation.
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Tax collection was 62,056 million
baht, an increase of 1,681 million baht or 2.8 percent
from that of the previous year, and was 1.7 percent
above the budget’s tax forecast. The factors affecting
the collection were analyzed as follow:

e Tax collection by the Land Department
(Sor.Por.Gor.20) increased by 0.9 percent from the
previous year. The low growth rate of the collection
followed a 1.1 percent decrease in total commercial
real estate sales in the fiscal year 2019, comparing to
a 7.2 percent increase in the fiscal year 2018. As the
global economy had been impacted by China-United
states trade war, this caused a 19.1 percent decrease
in numbers of nationwide condominium registration in
the fiscal year 2019, from an expansion of 20.3 percent
in the fiscal year 2018,

e Tax collection by the Revenue Department
(Por.Tor.40) increased by 4.8 percent from the previous
year and was close to the forecast. The expansion of
collection corresponded with the commercial banks’
real estate loan that grew by 8.3 percent. The total
commercial banks’ loan in the fiscal year 2019 grew
only by 1.9 percent, which is a small growth comparing
to a 7.4 percent increase in the fiscal year 2018.
Industries in which tax collection expanded most were
rental and leasing activities, construction of buildings,
real estate activities, insurance and pension funding,
and financial services.
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collection was 16,074 million baht,
expanded by 875 million baht or 5.8 percent from the

previous year and was 374 million baht or 2.4 percent
above the budget’s tax forecast. Transactions that
subject fo Stamp Duty surged by 8.6 percent from the
previous year, reflecting the increasing numbers of
private and public investment projects and land

transactions. The collection grew in the following

industries: sale: maintenance and repair of motor

vehicles and motorcycles including related parts and
accessories, financial services, telecommunication,
and office administrative and other business support
activities. Stamp Duty collected from property transfers
still expanded by 3.4 percent despite the fact that
total commercial real estate sales decreased by 1.1
percent in the fiscal year 2019 (the sales increased
by 7.2 percent in 2018). In regard to Stamp Duty
collected from vehicle registration, the collection
increased by 2.7 percent from the previous year, as
car sales’” growth slowed down to 6.1 percent in the
fiscal year 2019 from 20.3 percent in the fiscal
year 2018.
